   School improvement is a 
continual, state-mandated 
process.  During the 2008-
2009 school year, the State 
of Michigan completed a 
new framework for all 
Michigan districts to fol-
low in the coming school 
year.  Genesee School Dis-
trict faculty and staff con-
tinued working toward its 
current goals. 
1. The language arts 
continued to be a primary 
focus in each building dur-
ing the 2008-2009 school 
year.  Staff members 
worked throughout the 
year to implement the new 
language arts curriculum 
with the intent of  improv-
ing student communica-
tion skills and language 
arts MEAP scores, while 
assuring that district cur-
riculum is aligned to the 
Michigan Curriculum 
Framework. 
2. The elementary up-
dated guided reading in-
structional materials and 
required the use of this 
teaching method in all 
classrooms. 
3. While the overall 
trend is stable, MEAP 
math and science scores 
continue to fluctuate.  
4. At the elementary 
school, when comparing 

grade levels, the language 
arts and math scores indi-
cate our students are  
showing slight improve-
ment.  The scores are also 
improving when you fol-
low the same group of stu-
dents as they progress to 
the next grade.  
   In math the sixth grade 
students exceeded the 
AYP and the state average.   
  Science scores showed an 
increase from 2007-2008.  
Social studies indicated a 
33% increase in 2007-
2008.   
 5.  Although the juniors 
showed significant in-
creases in ELA and Math, 
scores were still below the 
state average. 
 6.  The technology com-
mittee implemented the 
district technology plan.     
Teachers are using tech-
nology such as digital cur-
riculum more frequently as 
part of classroom instruc-
tion. Additional software 
options were provided for 
elementary teacher use. 
7.   All Genesee High 
School students will par-
ticipate in a civics class as 
a requirement for gradua-
tion.  Civics classes are 
developed to have a focus 
on responsible citizenship.  
8.   All 7th grade students 

participate in aptitude as-
sessments prior to the de-
velopment of Educational 
Development Plans 
(EDPs) in eighth grade.  
Students’ EDPs are up-
dated each year through-
out high school.  The plans 
guide student exploration 
of career interests, which 
may include field trips to 
local businesses and uni-
versities.    
 9.  Haas Elementary and 
Genesee Junior/Senior 
High School made Ade-
quate Yearly Progress for 
the 2008-2009 school year 
based on the number of 
students tested. The ele-
mentary school earned a 
passing grade of B while 
the high school earned a 
passing grade of C on the 
Michigan Report Card. 
10. The special education 
sub-group at the building 
level did not make AYP. 
11.  ACT scores between 
2008-2009 showed an in-
crease. 
12.  Parent participation at 
the secondary level in par-
ent teacher conferences 
increased by almost 100%

Staff Qualifications    
The Genesee School District elementary staff is highly educated and competent, 
with 86% holding advanced degrees.  The 7-12 building has 73% with advanced 
degrees. One hundred percent of classes are taught by “highly qualified” teachers 
as defined by the No Child Left Behind legislation. Two teachers are teaching 
with provisional credentials in specialized programs. Both teachers meet highly 
qualified standards in the general education setting, and will complete their spe-
cialty certifications within the No Child Left Behind time frame. 
   Genesee School District’s paraprofessional staff also meets "highly qualified” 
guidelines.  One hundred percent of our paraprofessionals working as instruc-
tional assistants in Title I/At Risk and Special Education, programs meet state 
certification requirements for paraprofessionals as outlined by NCLB legislation.

Students Enrolled in Special Education 
   Genesee Intermediate School District and its 21 local districts in Genesee 
County provide special education for approximately 10,000 students.  Services are 
available to students from 0-25 years of age. 
   The goal of special education is to ensure that students learn skills needed for 
functional independence within our community.  Students are placed in special 
education through the Individualized Educational Planning Team process, where 
parents, local educators and GISD staff analyze and develop programs for each 
student.  Individualized programs are tailored to each child’s needs.  GISD’s spe-
cial education schools teach: 

 Academic skills 

Independent living skills 

Job training and prevocational education 

Social living habits and self-care 
 
   A Special Education Parent Advisory Committee, made up of representatives 
from each school district, advises the GISD Board of Education regarding opera-
tion and coordination of special education services within Genesee County.  Gene-
see’s member of the Parent Advisory Committee is Jay Hewitt.

   One hundred seventy-seven students were enrolled in local special education 
programs in the Genesee School District.  These include programs for Learning 
Disabled, Cognitively Impaired, Emotionally Impaired, Speech and Language 
Impaired, Autistic Impaired, and Otherwise Health Impaired students. 
    
   Upon leaving GISD’s special education programs, follow-up data indicate that 
students are well-prepared for adult life, within the limitation of their handicaps. 

   The GASC Technology Center 
provides technical training for ap-
proximately 2,000 high school juniors 
and seniors. 
   The mission of the GASC Technol-
ogy Center is to prepare interested 
young adults for entry-level employ-
ment or to enter further training 
leading to employment in the occupa-
tional area of their choice. 
   To accomplish this mission, GASC 
provides a comprehensive array of 
services and opportunities for stu-
dents, including instruction in more 
than 40 different job areas. 
   Genesee High School had 39 stu-
dents enrolled in programs at GASC 
Technology Center in 2008-2009.  
Students enrolled in the following 

programs: Building Maintenance, 
Money and Banking, Commercial 
Wiring, Cosmetology, Computer 
Hardware Technician, Engineering/
Architectural Graphics, Commercial 
Foods, Advanced Culinary, Visual 
Communications, Graphic Design, 
Machine Technician, Welding, Fun-
damentals of Nursing, Careers in 
Health, Veterinary Medicine, Diesel 
Engine Repair, Environmental Sci-
ence, Forensic Science, Public 
Safety, Leadership Dynamics, and 
Auto Technician.

   In 2008-2009, nine students participated in American Sign Language 
courses, five students in abnormal psychology, three students in as-
tronomy and three in the holocaust courses through the GenNet Dis-
tance Learning Program.  An average of 15 students per class partici-
pated in Advanced Placement or Honors level classes in Calculus, Eng-
lish, and Science.  Nine students participated in dual enrollment oppor-
tunities during the 2008-2009 school year.  Genesee School also had 11 
students on seat-time waivers. 

Parent Participation 
 
   The Genesee Board of Educa-
tion has adopted a Parent In-
volvement Policy, encouraging 
increased parent participation in 
district functions. 
   Parents have numerous oppor-
tunities to be involved in activi-
ties at Genesee High School.  In 
2008-2009, parents were involved 
in school programs or activities 
as volunteers, coaches, mentors, 
and team assistants.   
   Parents are also encouraged to 
attend Parent-Teacher confer-
ences.  During the 2008-2009 
school year, 56% attended fall 
conferences, while 43% attended 
spring conferences.

   Beginning with the 2006-2007 school year, No Child Left Behind legislation re-
quires that all elementary students, beginning with 3rd grade, be assessed in math 
and the language arts each year.  In addition, the State of Michigan requires assess-
ment in the area of science for students in grades 5, and in the area of social studies 
for students in grades 6.    
 
Interpreting the Scores 

Scores indicate the percentage of students achieving at Michigan Standards 
Levels 1 and 2, meeting or exceeding the state standard. 

The State AYP objective is the percentage of students required to meet or ex-
ceed the state standard for the district to make Adequate Yearly Progress.  
This percentage will increase gradually, until reaching 100% in the 2013-2014 
school year.

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Notice of Nondiscrimination

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Family Educational Rights and Privacy Act (FERPA) 
 

The Family Educational Rights and Privacy Act (FERPA), a federal law, requires 
that Genesee School District, with certain exceptions, obtain your written con-
sent prior to the disclosure of personally identifiable information from your 
child’s education records.  However, Genesee School District may disclose ap-
propriately designated “directory information” without written consent, unless 
you have advised the District to the contrary in accordance with District pro-
cedures.  The primary purpose of directory information is to allow the Genesee 
School District to include this type of information from your child’s education 
records in certain school publications. 
 
Directory information, which is information that is generally not considered 
harmful or an invasion of privacy if released, can also be disclosed to outside 
organizations without a parent’s prior written consent.  Outside organizations 
include but are not limited to, companies that manufacture class rings or pub-
lish yearbooks.  In addition, two federal laws require local educational agencies 
(LEAs) receiving assistance under the Elementary and Secondary Education Act of 
1965 (ESEA) to provide military recruiters, upon request, with three directory 
information categories—names, addresses, and telephone listings—unless par-
ents have advised the LEA that they do not want their student’s information 
disclosed without their prior written consent. 
 
If you do not want Genesee School District to disclose directory information 
from your child’s education records without your prior written consent, you 
must notify the Superintendent’s Office in writing by November 9, 2009.
