Superintendent’s Corner ...

We have had a good start to the new school year. The MEAP tests are completed and we are preparing for next years assess-
ments. | want to thank all of the parents and staff who took the extra time to make sure students were well rested, fed and
focused for the tests.

People do not have to be told that the economy is in bad shape. This has resulted in untimely reductions in our school budget.
We started planning for this school year last winter. Our budget year started July 1, 2009. As of October 22, we still do not
have a firm answer of how much we have for our budget. The legislature just passed a budget with a $165 per student reduc-
tion. The governor is now telling us she will cut another $126. This is a $222,796.00 reduction for the Genesee School Dis-
trict budget for this year. In addition, we are being told that next year will be much worse. Next years school budget will be
dramatically smaller. Schools have never faced these kinds of cuts before. We will have to make changes that will impact kids

to accommodate this reduction in funding.

The legislators tell us that they are not hearing any concerns from parents about school cuts. The Representatives and Sena-
tors will be planning the 2009-10 and the 2010-11 school year budgets over the next few months.

If we wait until the state budgets are complete and then see how the cuts will impact schools, it will be too late to complain
about the reductions. The time to act is now, before decisions are made in Lansing. Talk to our legislators. Tell them prek-12
grade education is important for the future of our kids and Michigan. Tell them that nothing is more important for long-term
success of the Michigan economy than an educated workforce. If they do not hear concerns from parents it sends a message
that Lansing can take funding away from schools and nobody will care. You can bet that the legislators will be hearing from
other groups who want the limited available funding to go to other programs. Speak up for our kids. Send an email, call or
write a letter to our legislators at least once a month until there is a budget. Listed below is the contact information for our

N “he flu, short for influenza, is an infection of
7.~ the nose, throat, and lungs. We have known
- =~ about seasonal flu for years. It is called sea-
sonal flu because it happens every year. Flu
season is usually November through March. Each year, 5-20%
of people in the U.S. get the flu. Many different viruses cause
seasonal flu. Viruses that cause the flu change all the time.
That is why a new flu shot is offered each fall.
Now, a new type of flu is in the news. This new type of flu is
called HIN1 or swine flu. It is also called “novel,” which means
“new”. Because the H1N1 virus is new, most people’s immune
systems don’t know how to fight it. Therefore, it is spreading
rapidly from person to person.
The HIN1 flu as been declared a pandemic...meaning it has
spread rapidly around the world. It isn’t necessarily more dan-
gerous than seasonal flu but because it's new, it is more impor-
tant than ever to prevent it from spreading.
HAN1 and seasonal flu symptoms are the same: Headache,
chills, sore throat, runny nose, fever, body aches, cough and
some people have vomiting and/or diarrhea.
Flu viruses, including HIN1, spread from person to person by:
coughing, sneezing or touching something that has flu viruses on
it like a door handle, and then touching your eyes, nose or
mouth.
The best prevention against getting the flu is washing your
hands often. Use an alcohol-based hand sanitizer if soap and
water is not available.

Tt's that time again! Walking is considered one of the best
exercises for people of all ages. However, it’s not always easy
to walk outdoors in the winter. The solution? Walk indoors.

High School Dress Code

Please remind your child that they must follow the school
dress code as outlined in the student handbook. The
handbook states, “Clothing advocating the use of illegal
substances, discrimination or violence; advertisements of
hate groups, beer, alcohol, tobacco or drugs; containing
offensive, profane or sexually implicit language; or is sexu-
ally explicit in it's exposure of the body is prohibited. Tops
or shirts are to have straps or sleeves at least two (2)
inches in width. Dresses, shorts and skirts must extend
beyond the fingertips. Backs, stomachs, midriffs, navels
or any part of a student’s breast are not to be exposed.

Pajamas and slippers cannot be worn
during school hours. If clothing or grooming is determined
to be in violation of the dress code, subsequent wearing of
the same or similar clothing or grooming will subject the
student to discipline. “
